WHAT TO BRING CHECKLIST

· Air Mattress (twin size only)

· Sleeping bag

· Pillow

· Towels and washcloths

· Bible

· Pen or pencil

· Personal family health insurance card

· Personal toiletries (comb, soap, toothbrush, deodorant, etc.)

· Facial tissue

· Hat or visor

· Sunglasses

WHAT NOT TO BRING CHECKLIST

· Shirts or dresses with no sleeves

· Shirts or dressed with spaghetti straps

· Midriff shirts

· Short shorts

· Expensive clothing 

· Expensive jewelry

· Tobacco products, alcohol, or illegal drugs

· Weapons of any kind

· Fireworks

DRESS CODE

· Sleeved shirts are to be worn by participants at all times (no spaghetti straps or midriffs – this includes dresses).  If the sleeves are torn off the shirt, it no longer meets the code.

· Long pants must be worn at the construction work sites.  Pants made of heavy cloth, is preferred, like denim.

· Shorts are acceptable during the rest of the trip, just not on the construction site.  Shorts should be modest in length.  No short shorts.

· Participants are to be fully dressed in accordance with this dress code any time they are outside their assigned room at the lodging facility.    Shorts or long pants and a sleeved shirt are required in hallways, in worship, and at dinner.

· Durable shoes with closed toes must be worn at the construction site.  Sandals are not acceptable.  Shoes or boots with heavy soles are highly recommended for construction projects.

· Violation of the dress code at work sites may result in participants having to go change.  Participants will not be allowed to work if not dressed according to the dress code.
